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David Rager, Director of Greater Cincinnati Water Works and Chair of the Water Research Foundation Board of Trustees, said the Foundation was pleased to be holding the Forum in conjunction with the Association of Metropolitan Water Agencies, the International Water Association, the Water Utility Climate Alliance and the American Water Works Association.   The topic of climate change is critical for the Foundation as it has been conducting research in the area for nearly 10 years, and it is one of the Foundation’s strategic initiatives, he said.


Rager introduced the document, Principles For Water Utility Adaptation, which is a product of the five Forum organizers.  The adaptation principles document describes critical items that utilities should consider for climate change adaptation and will also to be used to raise awareness of policymakers about adaptation, he noted.  While the document is a product of the organizing associations, Rager added, the presentations and discussions of the Forum would inform any changes the associations may make to the document.
